Apply for admission to Seattle Colleges, indicating your transfer preference to EWU on your
application.

Receive your acceptance letter from Seattle Colleges, and a conditional letter of admission from
EWU at the same time.

Interview at the U.S. embassy or consulate and apply for your F-1 visa.

Complete the first two years of your Bachelor’s degree at Seattle Colleges by getting an Associate
of Arts (A.A.) degree.

Transfer to EWU to complete the last two years of your Bachelor’s degree.

Graduate and receive your Bachelor’s degree from Eastern Washington University!

TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS FOR  EASTERN WASHINGTON UNIVERSITY:
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- Minimum GPA of 2.00 earned at Seattle Colleges

- Completion of an Associate degree at Seattle Colleges

- Satisfy English Proficiency Requirement: Completion of English composition, English 101:
 Written Expression, with an overall GPA of 2.0, or a minimum TOEFL score of 195 CBT/525 PBT

- Original or certified copies of transcripts from all secondary schools or colleges attended outside of
 the United States

- Financial support document (such as a bank statement or scholarship award letter) no more than
 six months old showing enough funding for at least one year of study at EWU

- Pay $50 application fee
